FIGHTER & COACH CODE OF CONDUCT

1 Demonstrate good Sportsmanship, follow the rules of the AFBJJ, and play fair.

QUEENSLAND

1 Be respectful and courteous toward the Referees and Officials.
1 Be respectful and courteous toward other teams and coaches.

1 The use of foul language, cursing, or other immoral acts of disrespect towards the referee, officials,
competitors or any member of the public will not be tolerated in any way whatsoever.

1 No Jewellery including piercings, necklaces and rings are to be worn during the match.
1 No knee pads, shoes, ear guards etc may be worn.

1 Biting, hair pulling, putting fingers into the eyes or nose of ones opponent, intentionally seeking to in-
jure genitalia or the use of fists, feet, knees, elbows, or heads with the intention to hurt or gain unfair ad-
vantage.

1 Specifications for the Gi / Kimono:
Constructed of cotton or similar material and in good condition. The material may not be excessively
thick or hard to the point where it will obstruct the opponent. No combined colors (white kimono with
blue pants, etc.). The jacket is to be of sufficient length down to the thighs, sleeves must reach the wrist
with arms extended in front of the body. Athletes are not permitted to compete with torn kimonos,
sleeves or pants that are not of proper length or with t-shirts or lycra-style shirts underneath the kimono
(except in the female divisions).

1 Specifications for No Gi:
The competitor must wear a “board s-Bhatrt” st yl

1 Competitors must abide by the hygiene specifications as set out in the AFBJJ rules in order to compete,
otherwise the opponent will be considered the winner.

1 The mat referee is the highest authority on the mat and has the authority to make decisions according to
the Rules of The AFBJJ during the match. No one can overturn his decision except in special cases the
AFBIJJ head referee can review and overturn a referees decision if the decision is unjust. When a fighter
has a valid dispute he and his coach must approach the Head Referee and discuss the dispute with the
Head Referee. The Head Referee will decide what action if any will be taken from that point. There is to
be no abuse, bullying or disrespect towards the Referees in any way or for any reason.

1 Disciplinary action will be taken against any Fighter or Coach that does not follow the rules of the
AFBIJ or the Code of Conduct. Disciplinary action can be any of the following;
Verbal Warning
Disqualification
Evicted From The Premises
Suspension From Future Competitions
